· Pope Pius XII is a vocation-based program designed for high school and college age youth, conducted within a group of the youth’s peers. Any registered Catholic youth member (male or female) of the Boy Scouts of America (Scout, Venturer, or Explorer), who has started the ninth grade can work on and achieve the Pope Pius. This is program designed generally for 16 year olds and older.
